	Narrative: The on-site visit for the Prison Rape Elimination Act (PREA) compliance audit of the Centralia Correctional Center (CCC) was conducted April 11-13, 2016 by Nakamoto Group Inc. auditor Marie J. Carter Calvin.  When the auditor first arrived at the facility, an in-briefing meeting was held with the Warden, 2 Assistant Wardens, PREA Compliance Manager, Administrative Assistant I and the Agency PREA Coordinator.  The audit began with interviews with specialty staff, segregation staff, and seven inmates housed in the segregation unit.  The facility does not have any cameras, but has requested FY 2016 funding for 357 cameras to be strategically placed throughout the inside and outside of the facility.  The facility has eight towers, seven armed outside the facility and one unarmed inside the facility to ensure the safety of inmates and staff.  The auditor conducted an extensive tour of the facility and it should be noted that Centralia is staffed sufficiently to ensure the safety of both offenders and staff on each shift.    

The standards used for this audit became effective August 20, 2012.  This auditor discussed the information contained in the Pre-Audit Questionnaire with the facility PREA Compliance Manager.  The Agency PREA Coordinator (IDOC) and Agency Head were previously interviewed telephonically.  As part of the audit, a review of all agency and local facility PREA policies was conducted, as well as a tour of the facility.  

A total of 69 inmates were interviewed and no inmates refused, four self identified as transgender, one self identified as bi-sexual, and two were disabled.   

A total of 66 staff were interviewed: 39 correctional officers (from all three 8 hour shifts); six administrative staff; four medical contract staff; and seven specialized and ten random staff were interviewed.  The administrative staff interviewed included the Warden and Human Resource Manager. 

	Description of Facility Characteristics: The mission of the Illinois Department of Corrections is to serve justice and increase public safety by promoting positive change in offender behavior, operating successful reentry programs and reducing victimization.  The mission of the Centralia Correctional Center (CCC) is to protect the public from criminal offenders through a system of incarceration and supervision, which securely segregates offenders from society, assures offenders of their constitutional rights and maintains programs to enhance the success of offenders’ re-entry into society.

The Centralia Correctional Center is an adult male medium security facility located approximately 50 miles east of East St. Louis, Illinois.   The facility was opened in October 1980 to alleviate seriously overcrowded conditions throughout the State.  CCC was originally opened with a designed rated capacity of 750 and that capacity has increased to 1572, housing an average of 1535 inmates.  The facility has 46 buildings which is comprised of 335,689 square feet and 100 acres with 50 acres enclosed by fencing.  Living units consist of three housing unit clusters with a total of 14 housing units, one Receiving Unit, one Segregation Unit, and a 15 bed Health Care Unit.  There were no open bay/dormitory style housing units.  The facility houses general population inmates and the average length of stay is approximately 30 months with the inmate age range being 18-65. 

Work assignments include, but are not limited to dietary, Illinois Correctional Industries (ICI) - 12 offenders, maintenance and unit orderlies.  Work assignments require the approval of the institutional assignment officer. 

Centralia Correctional Center’s Education Department currently has five teachers, one Library Associate, and one Office Coordinator on staff.  The educators teach Adult Basic Education (A.B.E.) and G.E.D. classes, more commonly known as High School Equivalent (H.S.E.) classes.  The A.B.E. classes consist of Reading, Math, and Life Skills.  The H.S.E. classes consist of Math, Language Arts, Reasoning, Science and Social Studies.  The facility has an inmate education tutoring program.  This program consists of five trained inmate tutors who work with students either one on one or in small groups.  The tutors help to improve the students’ literacy levels and test scores.  This program has proven successful over the past several years with higher reading scores and better comprehension of reading material.  The Poverty Services of Catholic Charities of Southern Illinois provides valuable funding for training and to pay the peer tutors who work in this program.  The facility has a comprehensive vocational program through Kaskaskia College which was discontinued on March 31, 2016 due to financial constraints.
  
The facility has a Leisure Time Activities Program designed to offer a variety of activities related to sports and other physical activities.  Leisure time activities are scheduled around those offenders involved in treatment and other work or educational assignments.  The facility is looking to expand the leisure time activities to provide more opportunities to for inmates to enhance their well being and provide more activities until they can get the vocational program up and running again.

	Summary of Audit Findings: When the on-site audit was completed, an "out-briefing" meeting was conducted.  In addition to the PREA auditor, the Warden and the Agency PREA Coordinator/Agency Jail and Detention Standards Manager were in attendance.  The facility staff were found to be extremely courteous, cooperative and professional.  Although the facility was on total lock-down, all areas of the facility were found to be clean and well maintained. 

There were 'blind spots' in each of the units, building trades area, food service, commissary warehouse, and the camp laundry area.  A lot of this is contributed to the age of the facility.  In order to enhance staff supervision and the security of inmates in those areas, conclave mirrors were installed, so that every area of the facility could be visible at all times.

The auditor concluded, through interviews and a review of policies and documentation, that all staff and inmates were very knowledgeable concerning their responsibilities involving PREA.  During the interviews, the inmates acknowledged that they received information about the facility's Zero Tolerance policy against sexual abuse, upon their arrival to the facility, that staff were respectful and that they felt safe at the facility.  Staff were able to describe in detail their specific duties and responsibilities, including being a "first responder", if an incident occurred or an allegation of sexual abuse/sexual harassment was made.

Staff were well aware of the policy prohibiting the search of a transgender or intersex inmate for the sole purpose of determining the inmate's genital status.
