	Narrative: The on-site visit for the Prison Rape Elimination Act (PREA) compliance audit of the Sheridan Correctional Center was conducted November 28-30, 2016 by Nakamoto Group Inc. auditors Marie J. Carter Calvin and Arzo Tureaud.  When the auditors first arrived at the facility, an in-briefing meeting was held with the Warden, Assistant Wardens, PREA Compliance Manager and the Agency Program Compliance Manager.  A thorough tour of the facility was also conducted.  This was the second PREA audit conducted at this facility.  

The Sheridan Correctional Center is an adult male medium security prison, totally dedicated to substance abuse treatment.  It is one of the largest substance abuse treatment programs in the nation.  It is located approximately 70 miles west of Chicago in LaSalle County.  The facility was originally constructed in 1941 as a juvenile institution.  In August 1973, the facility was converted to house adult offenders.  The Sheridan Correctional Center was closed in August 2002 and reopened in January 2004, in an effort to reduce the high recidivism rate of released felons from the Illinois Department of Corrections, by providing the inmates with evidence-based substance abuse treatment services.  These services utilize a modified therapeutic community approach to equip offenders to return to drug-free, crime-free lives upon release.  Recovering from addiction requires a wide range of social and psychological interventions to confront old behaviors and instill new ones.  The Westcare Foundation, a contract vendor, operates very similar to the unit management concept, with contracting staff positioned in the units.  The key to the success of the therapeutic community model is the structured environment in which the values of "Right Living" are constantly reinforced through immediate accountability for one's actions.  The Sheridan Correctional Center housing areas consist of 15 multiple occupancy cell housing units and a nine-bed health care unit.  The facility houses general population and substance abuse program inmates. The facility has a design capacity of 2104 and a current population of 1822.  The average length of stay is approximately 15 months and the inmate age range is 18-65.    

The standards used for this audit became effective August 20, 2012.  This auditor discussed the information contained in the Pre-Audit Questionnaire with the facility PREA Compliance Manager.  The Agency PREA Coordinator (IDOC) and Agency Head were previously interviewed.    

A total of 91 inmates were interviewed.  No inmates refused and one self-identified transgender and one self-identified gay inmate were interviewed.  No limited English speaking inmates were interviewed.  During the last 12 months, there were 52 allegations which included 47 for sexual harassment and 5 allegation of sexual abuse.  All investigative files were reviewed and found to be complete and included all requirements of the standards.

A total of 61 staff were interviewed: 35 correctional officers (from all three 8-hour shifts); four administrative staff; six contract staff and 16        specialized and random staff were interviewed.  The administrative staff interviewed included the Warden, Assistant Wardens, and Human Resource Manager. 

	Description of Facility Characteristics: The mission of the Illinois Department of Corrections is to serve justice and increase public safety by promoting positive change in offender behavior, operating successful reentry programs and reducing victimization.  The mission of this facility is to protect the public through the incarceration of individuals and to provide a safe, secure environment in which offenders can receive evidence-based substance abuse treatment services within a modified Therapeutic Community model.  The model integrates job preparation, utilizing multi-disciplinary and community re-integration.  Opportunities for self-improvement include work, education, religious and counseling programs.  These programs are designed to assist inmates during their confinement and upon release.

Employees at Sheridan are encouraged to participate in educational programs, professional associations and related activities.  Full-time employees who have provided continuous service of at least six months and who are participating in educational programs related to the correctional field may apply for tuition reimbursement. 

The Sheridan Correction Center inmate work assignments include, but are not limited to Food Service, Correctional Industries (12 offenders), Maintenance and unit orderlies.  Work assignments require the approval of the institutional assignment officer. 

Offenders are afforded appropriate opportunities to improve their knowledge and skills.  Education programs at Sheridan operate under the Office of Adult Education and Vocational Services (OAEVS).  Adult Basic Education and GED programs are available to the population.  Courses offered at the college level, which do not require GED certification, include Horticulture, Food service, Warehouse and Welding.  Other courses offered include Carpentry, Building and Apartment Maintenance, Plumbing and Masonry.  Electrical classes are offered through the Home Builders Institute and Machining and CNC Technology through the Illinois Manufacturing Foundation.  Other re-entry and programming opportunities include, but are not limited to, TASC (Treatment Alternative for Safe Communities), Re-Entry Summit, Illinois Veterans Transition Program, Placement  Resource Unit and Faith Inc.  The center library maintains an extensive legal collection, leisure and reference materials.     
 
The facility has a Leisure Time Activities Program designed to offer a variety of activities related to sports and other physical activities.  Leisure time activities are scheduled around those offenders involved in treatment and other work or educational assignments.  

	Summary of Audit Findings: When the on-site audit was completed, an "out-briefing" meeting was conducted.  In addition to the PREA auditors, the Warden, Assistant Wardens, the facility PREA Compliance Manager and the Agency Program Compliance Manager were in attendance.  The facility staff were found to be extremely courteous, cooperative and professional.  The facility was found to be cleaned and and well maintained. 

Through interviews and review of policies and documentation, it was revealed that all staff and inmates were very knowledgeable concerning their responsibilities involving the PREA.  During the interviews, the inmates acknowledged that they received information about the facility's Zero Tolerance policy against sexual abuse, upon their arrival to the facility, that staff were respectful and that they felt safe at the facility.  Staff were able to describe in detail their specific duties and responsibilities, including being a "first responder", if an incident occurred or an allegation of sexual abuse/sexual harassment was made.

There were bathroom areas located in the day room of Units C-21 and C-23 that did not allow inmates to use the toilet facilities privately without being viewed by a staff member of the opposite sex.  During the audit, the facility corrected this situation by permanently affixing shower curtains to the toilet areas.  In the 2015 PREA Audit, the facility was on total lock down, so the areas were not in use by the inmates and did not pose a problem. 

The auditor concluded that the facility was in compliance with all the PREA standards based on interviews, the comprehensive tour and a review of all supportive documentation.
